1. Chair folds flat for storage and packing.

2. Lift the chair back to slot it into the bottom of the chair at
desired height.

3. Attach print to the chair using the hook-and-loop fastener
strip along the top.

4. Wrap the print around the top of the frame to secure and
repeat for the bottom. First, wrap print around frame and then
attach hook-and-loop fastener. Pull tight.

1. Chair folds flat for storage and packing. Pull out seat and
backrest print when folding flat to not damage print.

2. Pull the chair open until everything locks into place. Rods
inserted into frame are marked with arrows.

3. Slide backrest rods upward to remove print from chair. Turn
print around and slide back in for a different look or put rods
into new print and slide back in to exchange print.

4. Remove seat by pulling out the rods on both sides. Put rods
into new print to exchange and then fold over seat rail and slide
rods back into chair frame.

1. Chair folds flat for storage and packing.

2. Lift the chair back to slot it into the bottom of the chair at
the desired height.

3. Print is held in place by 2 aluminum poles at the top and
bottom of chair that are marked with arrows.

4. Fold print over the frame at the bottom of the chair and feed
print through frame opening, then slide in pole and pull tight.
Pole will rest on the small frame opening and secure print.
Repeat for the other side of the chair.
